A New EXxhibit from the College Archives

The Simmons College Archives welcomes spring with
a new exhibit at the entrance to the Library dfhe
Sporting Life at Simmona,history of the important

role of physical education and sports at the College
since the first students were admitted in 1902.

The lack of a Main College Building and playing fields
until 1904 did not prevent Henry Lefavour, the first
president of the College, from requiring all students to
attend gymnastics classes at the Boston Normal School
of Gymnastics. By 1907, the new College had tennis
courts, and the first Tennis Club was inaugurated a
year later. The new director of Physical Education,
Phyllis Diall, quickly expanded the physical education
program, adding field hockey, basketball, and track to
the curriculum. Although team sports remained popu-
lar, individual activities such as fencing, skiing, ping
pong, archery, and tap dancing were also offered as
part of the athletic program.

The exhibit describes the development of these sports
and others through the twentieth century, and illus-
trates as well the community spirit behind the athletic
program. The Spring tradition of Track Day (also re-
ferred to as Field Day) at Simmons College began in
1911, and by the 1940s it had become All College Field
