Math Competency Assessment

Every Simmons graduate must have demonstrated competency in basic mathematics;
beginning Fall 2006, students must satisfy the math competency requirement

during their first year at Simmons. This skill evaluation has two purposes: to determine
if you have met the math competency requirement and to recommend a math placement
that is appropriate to your level of experience in mathematics.

Language Placement Exam (French, Spanish, Italian & Chinese)

The purpose of this placement exam is twofold. First, the exam helps determine if you
have demonstrated competency in a language at a level that satisfies the Simmons
College Language Requirement. Second, the exam serves as a tool that aids you and
your academic adviser in selecting courses appropriate for your level of competency.

Cooperative Institutional Research Program (CIRP)

The CIRP survey has been administered on college campuses since 1966 and covers a
wide range of student characteristics including demographical data, educational and
career plans, and attitudes and beliefs. At Simmons, we will use the data to create a
profile of the incoming first-year class as well as with a comparative sample in a national
study of college students. This data is useful in a variety of academic and co-curricular
areas of the college. All individual student responses are confidential and are mailed
directly to UCLA where the survey is housed.
