The dinners will 
be served in Bartol Small, 
located off of Bartol Hall 
behind the double doors 
near Center Stage from 
5:00pm until 7:00pm.  
The meals are prepared 
in Boston University’s  
kosher kitchen and then 
are sealed and signed by 
a Rabbi before being   
delivered to Simmons 
College.
